A RECORD-SETTING FAMILY DAY! Our Sunday morning assembly was the largest in the history
of the Great Oaks congregation! Our previous high was 527, on our 15 year Homecoming in June of
2007. Sunday morning we were blessed with 536 souls gathered to worship God, a new record!
We also had over 300 present for Bible classes again (the 4th time our Bible study has surpassed
300 in the 7 Sundays we’ve met this year). On top of that, our lunch seemed to have more people
and more food than ever. After most of us went home following our afternoon service, the great day
continued for our young people with Lads-to-Leaders practices and the Germantown Area-Wide
Youth Devotional. A full day, and a good day.

I love our special Sundays: lots of visitors, lots of food, and such an encouraging atmosphere
for worship and fellowship. We had all of that on Family Day 2010, and thank you so much to eve-
ryone who attended, invited, greeted, set up, cooked, and cleaned. You made it a great Lord’s day!

JESUS, OUR BROTHER - Sunday morning our journey through the Book of Hebrews brought us
to Hebrews 2:9-18, where we find that Jesus took on flesh and blood, not ashamed to call us breth-
ren. Maybe we’ve never let that description of Jesus sink in: a brother, a term of closeness and
unity. What a privilege to be a brother of the one “crowned with glory and honor” (Heb 2:9)! From
the throne of heaven, He is now helping us face the struggles of life (Heb 2:18). What a blessing,
and what an encouragement.

This coming Sunday, we will explore one of the central themes of Hebrews in asking: is it
possible for a Christian to fall away from salvation? This topic has long been a source of contro-
versy in the religious world. As always, we will try to just let the Bible speak, and challenge our-
selves to believe what it teaches. I hope you can join us as we study and worship together.

30 DAYS WITH JESUS - We are “fixing our eyes on Jesus” in 2010, and we are challenging our-
selves to read through the life of Christ in our personal reading. This bulletin comes out on Day 24
of the readings, and we have come to the final week of our Lord’s life. Since there are actually 31
days in the book, we have one week remaining on our schedule. Whether you are caught up or
have fallen behind, keep reading! More time with Jesus can only increase our faith.

The winter quarter
of Bible classes ends with February, and the spring quarter of March, April, and May begins next
Wednesday.
